         Parables... are useful when the truth you want to share is difficult ï 
whether difficult to hear, comprehend, or believe. I donôt know if Emily 
Dickinson had parables in mind when she wrote her poem on telling the 
truth ñslantò but she just might have: 
 

Tell all the truth but tell it slant  
Success in Circuit lies 

Too bright for our infirm Delight 
The Truthôs superb surprise 

As Lightning to the Children eased 
With explanation kind 

The Truth must dazzle gradually 
Or every man be blind 

 
         Jesus describes the coming Kingdom of God in parables because 
he knows the reality it introduces is unexpected and that his hearers canôt 
really take it in all at once. Parables, as Eugene Peterson has said, are in 
this sense like narrative time bombs. You hear them ï tick ï wonder 
about them ï tick ï think maybe youôve got it ï tick ï and then as you 
walk away ï tick ï or over the course of the next day or so ï tick ï and all 
of a sudden the truth Jesus meant to convey strikes home ï boom! ï 
almost overwhelming you with its implications or, per Dickinson, blinding 
you with its vision. But here be careful: precisely because Jesusô parables 
are so explosive, we tend to domesticate them in our preaching.  
        In Leif Engerôs wonderful book Peace Like a River, the narrator, in 
talking about our penchant for domesticating miracles, contends that 
people fear miracles because they fear being changed. I think thatôs true 
with parables, too. We want them to affirm our assumptions and confirm 
our faith.   But perhaps, Dear Partner, our task is to shake things up a bit, 
unleash a parable or two, and preach the truth slantéthat all may know of 
Godôs surprising grace and disruptive love. Blessings on you and yours

Diolch yn fawr iawn.ò 

Since I first stumbled into a gym in quest of a 

better physique in the late 1970s, I have 

come to understand, to my initial surprise, 

that some of my deepest contemplations 

about being wait for me there. Many 

intervening years in universities, churches, 

foreign countries and between the covers of 

books have not reduced this understanding, 

though they can be helpful too.  

We can look out with love at the world and 

reach out our arms to all creation. We can do 

this and we must do this if we are truly 

interested in doing Godôs will, spreading the 

kingdom-of-heaven seeds and watching God 

transform them into branches and foliage ñso 

that the birds of the air can make nests in its 

shadeò. But we must not lose sight of the 

mustard seed that is their beginning and 

which is each one of us. We must take care 

of this seed. 

Jesus instructs us that we are to spread the 

kingdom seeds. Jesus also shows us how to 

come to the water of Life and be refreshed: 

ñJesus went out to a mountainside to pray, 

and spent the night praying to Godò (Luke 

6.12); ñthose who drink the water I give them 

will never be thirsty again. It will become a 

fresh, bubbling spring within them, welling up 

to eternal lifeò (John 4.14) and many more.  

Just as we follow the instruction,  

so too must we follow the example.
